Reporting process in Scotland 

Pig keeper/vet/Lab technician suspects PED 

Reports suspicion to Scottish Pig Disease Control 
Centre (SPDCC) 

(SPDCC available 24*7*365) 

If not already done so SPDCC advise farmer  / vet to submit sample to SRuC 

SRuC test for PED 

SPDCC contacts keeper and offer advice and 
support. SPDCC alerts APHA and SG. 

SPDCC contact ScotEID to complete tracing 

SRuC inform keeper/vet/ SPDCC  
APHA and SG of +ve results 

SPDCC support pig keeper 
at IP and other pig keepers 
within a 5km radius to offer  

help/advice. 

SRuC to inform 
keeper/vet/SPDCC/APHA/SG.  

No further action.
